Steve Compton, Director of Operations for the
Food Bank said the support was definitely needed, “While summer is a great time of year for
families and vacations, it's a very hard time of year for us at the food bank as folks tend to forget
about the ongoing needs of those less fortunate in our community. The money and food raised at
this event will go a long way in helping us meet those needs and we're extremely grateful to the
Access Children’s Fund, the Collectors Car Club and all the community partners who made this
happen.”
